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The UIAA Mountain Protection Commission sees an
important collaboration role it can play in helping to save

the Himalaya from growing impacts of global warming
and climate changes.

The UIAA was founded in 1932. It represents 1.3 million
mountaineers and climbers through its 82 member
Federations from 57 different countries. The UIAA is
recognized by the International Olympic Committee as the
international federation for mountaineering.
